Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

Grace to you and peace, parish family!  Well, 
thanksgiving is, indeed, in order…  Thank you to 
all who helped contribute to the evaluation 
process for our primary place of worship!  It 
has been an extensive, involved effort, and I am 
deeply grateful to the Transition Team, to the  
parish staff, to the parishioners who offered their 
input and knowledge regarding our campuses, and 
of course, to all who supported along the way 
with their prayers and encouragement.  With the 
final approval by Archbishop Rozanski, the 
decision regarding our primary place of  
worship is now complete and beginning Friday, 
November 1st, the weekend Masses (Saturday 
at 4:00 p.m.; Sunday at 8:00 a.m. and 10:00 
a.m.) and the weekday Masses (Tuesday-
Friday at 12:00 p.m.) will be at this one site.  
 

This was not an easy decision to make, but it was 
necessary.  We as a parish family, after being “on 
the move” for over a year, are in need of  
stability and a central location from which we 
can grow together as one.  Of course, there will 
be a significant amount of grief experienced by 
many at our parish regarding this decision, so 
please, let us show reverence toward one another 
and offer each other continual support (I know 
you will!).  Also, know that I am available to meet 
with you should you need to talk, pray, or vent 
about the situation.   Additionally, our Stephen 
Ministry team is available to walk with you 
through this time of transition.  They are specially 
trained in grief support, so consider reaching out 
to them (Email me [scottscheiderer@archstl.org] 
or Teresa Scurlock-Rice [teresafrice@yahoo.com] 
to get connected).   
 

Again, as an important note, though this  
decision establishes one of our sites as the main 
location, this does not mean the other churches 
and facilities are going to be neglected and fall 
into disuse.  We have a responsibility toward 
these properties, and we need to exercise  
appropriate stewardship with the resources  
entrusted to us.  As time goes on, we will discern 
how these buildings and facilities will be utilized.  
Please pray for openness to the creativity of the 
Holy Spirit in this process!  I know and I am  
confident that with us working together as a  
parish family, the decisions that need to be made 
in regards to these properties will work for the 
common good and for the glory of God!
